WHO IS ELIGIBLE TO BE NOMINATED?

%+ Any student athlete who has completed 2 seasons at an
accredited community college with at least a 2.0 cumulative
grade point average. The nominee must be currently
competing in their second season or have just completed their
second year.

+«»+ The student athlete must be in good academic standing.

WHO MAY NOMINATE A STUDENT ATHLETE?

The nomination should be a mutual nominee made by the student’s

Athletic Academic Counselor/Advisor and Coach. The Academic
Counselor/Advisor must be a 3C4A member. Each college may
nominate a maximum of:

One Male and One Female

¢ Three letters of recommendation, one each from the following:
Head Coach, Counselor/Advisor, and Faculty of choice.

«¢+ Each letter should be specific in nature, detailing the
individual’s progress. Please include the nominee’s full name
and the nametitle of person making the recommendation.

PACKAGE MUST INCLUDE THE FOLLOWING:

1. A personal essay, which communicates the following:
a) Student’s lifetime experiences
b) How has academic and social experiences contributed
to the student’s goals and achievements
c) How did the Athletic Counselor/Advisor assist in your
success
d) How did the college assist in your success
e) What are your future goals
2. A detailed account of student’s campus activities, academic
honors, athletic achievements, and outside or community
activities and honors.
An official transcript from present institution.
Unofficial copies of other college work.
Current work in progress form.
