
Criteria for nominating 3C4A members for the  

Athletic Advisor / Counselor Award: 

• Athletic advisor / counselor should be nominated for 

this award by a counseling colleague, coach, athletic 

director, dean, compliance office or student-athlete. 

• Nominee must have at least five years of experience as 

an athletic advisor / counselor at the California commu-

nity college. 

• Nominee must have nominated a student-athlete for 

the 3C4A Academic Achievement Award within the last 

three years (student need not have won). 

• Nominee must be an “active dues-paying member” of 

the 3C4A (attendance at one conference per year mini-

mum. 

• A letter of recommendation from the person nomi-

nating the advisor / counselor must accompany the 

nomination form. 

 

A selection committee will be formed to review the paper-

work submitted. The deadline for submitting the nomina-

tions will be January 31, 2022 to allow the committee suffi-

cient time for review and consideration.
